When
this capability is combined with NetVault
Backup's job-level encryption, you can
save on storage and maintain strict
security standards by deduplicating the
primary copy of your backup data, while
encrypting the secondary copies for off-
site storage and compliance needs.

in virtual environments. Your storage
infrastructure shouldn't stifle growth.
With this combination, you'll not only
get continuous and integrated data
protection for your entire vSphere
environment, you'll be able to
dramatically reduce your backup storage
footprint. SmartDisk deduplicates data
across all of your vRanger backup jobs,
across all of your ESX(i) servers, even
across multiple vRanger backup servers,
allowing you to optimize your critical
resources and allow room for growth.
